HSE warns businesses not to be mislaid over new law poster 
HSE is warning business across Britain not to be duped into buying unnecessary and overpriced copies of its health and safety law poster.There is some evidence of misleading promotions wrongly claimingthat the old poster must be replaced immediately and that the new law poster should be displayed on every notice board within the business premises. If businesses receive any promotions relating to the Law poster or pocket card and are in any doubt about their authenticity they should contact HSE on 0845 945 0055 before parting with their money.The Health and Safety Information for Employees Regulations allow businesses five years to switch to the new poster and pocket cards –they must be replaced by no later than 5 April 2014. Employers who choose to display the old poster after 6 April 2009 must make sure it is legible and keep the addresses of the enforcing authority and the employmentmedical advisory service up to date.

Keeping chemicals under lock and key
HSE has updated its advice on chemical warehousing. The guidance is aimed at anyone who has responsibility for storing dangerous substances, whatever the size of the storage facility.The fourth edition has been updated in light of changes in legislation. New sections have been added to reflect changes to industry practice and also to take account of the types of chemicals stored, covering: Aerosols; intermediate bulk containers (IBCs);storage of hazardous wastes; information, instruction and training; audit and review; and process safety and performance indicators.The guidance Chemical warehousing: The storage of packaged dangerous substances (Fourth edition) can be obtained from HSE books priced at £9.50HSE

RIDDOR and Legionella  

Legionellosis is listed as a reportable disease under Schedule 3 in both parts 1 and 2 of the Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations 1995.  
 

Schedule 3 Part 1 deals with Occupational Diseases in general and at column 19 states: Legionellosis is reportable in circumstances where, "work on or near cooling systems which are located in the workplace and use water; or work on water service systems located in the workplace which are likely to be a source of contamination."  Schedule 3 Part 2 lists diseases additionally reportable in respect of offshore workplaces which includes legionellosis.
