Boost to Britain’s workplace safety and health record

Britain became a healthier and safer place to work last year, according to the latest HSE figures.      
Statistics show there has been a significant reduction in the number of people killed, injured or suffering work‐related ill health from April 2008 to March 2009. 
Across England, Scotland and Wales, 29.3 million working days (equivalent to 1.24 days per worker) were lost to injury and ill health last year – compared with 33.9 million in 2007/08
Workplace fatal injuries fell from 233 in 2007/08 to a record low of 180 in 2008/09, and there was a reduction of more than 7000 in the number of workplace injuries classified as serious or incurring more than three days’ absence from work.
Judith Hackitt, Chair of HSE, said: ‘It is really encouraging to see these improvements in the numbers of deaths, injuries and cases of ill health at work over the last year. ‘Protecting people from harm caused by work remains important irrespective of the economic climate. Having shown Great Britain can achieve a performance that compares favourably with other industrialised nations as we entered the global recession, the challenge now is to maintain that improvement as we move towards recovery and increased activity in some economic sectors.

The Met police and VOSA will continue to be involved in this. It is hoped that other Forces in the UK will follow the Mets involvement. VOSA will continue to look at load security when they do vehicle stops and record the findings in the normal way. A significant change to this stream of work however, is that VOSA have agreed to share information with HSE relating to repeat offenders (companies) who consistently fail to secure loads properly. Moving Goods Safely Seminar:

The joint event with Merseyside OHS Group will take place on February 11 2010 at the DW Stadium (formerly JJB). The programme is progressing, once finalised these will be circulated to all members. Please keep this date free in your diary.

Why should I attend?
Every year, about 50 people are killed in accidents involving workplace transport. These types of accident also cause more than 1500 injuries (accidents which for example, result in broken bones or amputations) and about 3500 injuries that cause people to be off work for more than three days. Many of these accidents are associated with moving goods either within the workplace or between workplaces. (HSE) 

This one-day seminar will explore opportunities for improving the management of workplace transport issues in your organisation.

Moving Goods Safely (MGS) is a national project involving both the Health and Safety Executive (HSE) and Local Authorities (LA) working in partnership.

The project aims to reduce injuries and incidents arising from the movement of goods from supplier through haulier to the recipient and end user including any home deliveries.  This includes Managing Road Risk an extremely important issue to achieve an all round safe outcome.

The project will focus upon the delivery and collection of goods and the hazards this generates along with issues about driver competence. 

It covers the main areas that cause the majority of injuries and ill-health to workers, including: Workplace transport, Preventing falls from vehicles, Keeping the load on the vehicle whilst in transit

Speakers are from HSE, RoSPA, Central Weighing, VOSA, Berrymans Lace Mawer, Abacus Safety Services etc.  Programme details to follow.
