Respiratory Risk Study
More effort is needed by employers to ensure their Respiratory Protective Equipment (RPE) programmes are protecting workers, a study by HSE has revealed.

The HSE Respiratory Protective Equipment project aims to help employers in selecting and using RPE correctly. The results of this latest research will be used to inform the design and development of information and tools for employers, to secure good practice in the selection, use and maintenance of RPE. Recent surveys of employers and employees consistently suggest that a high proportion of workers regard themselves as regularly breathing in substances, which could lead to a risk of respiratory disease.
