Mr Michael Easton of Globus Ltd
Gave a talk on the “A Utopian Hand Protection Programme (HPP)”
The presentation by Tony Skelton covered 

The Role of Gloves in the Workplace, looking at Protection of Employee and Product from a Legal Compliance point of view and examined the cost of hand protection.

Past Present and Future of hand protection was discussed. The past presented limited choice, the present was cost driven and the future would require, hopefully, more emphasis on a clearly strategy for a HPP. 
Biggest Issues with Hand Protection were identified as Cost, Compliance, Performance and Legal Process

A Utopian HPP would cover such issues as Risk Assessment, Identify Solutions, Education, Evaluation and Specification, Added Value and Measure Benefits.
The Future for HPP  would see User Forums, better education for the employee, products being “pulled” rather than “pushed” by companies with the employer being in control, reduction in indirect costs eg insurance premiums ans development of templates for other PPE use.
